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A FEW QOMMENTS ON THE lﬂﬁ{ COUNCIL OF FEFEESENTATIVES MEETING
|EDITCRIAL )

AE Council Fepresentatiwe I attended both all-day seasions of Council
and was most impressed by my own complete unpreparedness to undertake amy
part in Council affelrs. BRather depressing was the degree which Council
acts a3 & "rubber stamp” merely passing on business already digested
{and apparently decided) by the Board of Directors, A report of Council
business is available in the American Psychologist for those caring to
read 1t; of importence to Division 28 was the acceptance in prinsiple
of a set size of Council membership (100) apd allocation of Council
seats based on percentage of votes of the entire membership assigned
to a particular Division, dropping geographic representation in Council
(State Associations), the representatives to be elected by the Diviasions
as in the past. Everyone has received the "straw vote" ballot for a trial
run of this proposed system, with 10 votes to distribute stco.

The immediate conclusion is that, if this new system is eventuslly
implemented (as it probably will be), Division 26 with 1ts small member-
ship will cease to have a volce in Council unless all its members assign
all their votes to Division 28. Considering the miltiple interests of

s membership this would be & most unlikely occurrence.

Dropping geographical representation may lead to further schisms
in the APA, and the new voting procedure will probably tend to polarize
the diverse interests within the APA, with the largest Divisions essen-
tially governing the Association. Generally it would appear to me that
the small, speciml interest, leboratory orientated divisions will cease
to be functional within the APA.

The proper course for Division 28 would appear to me to be to
actively recruit new members and to emphasize the Divisionz substantive
intersests. H.M.H.

PSYCHOPHARMACOLOGY PROGRAM AT TMDIANA UNIVERSITY

The program in peychopharmacology im the Department of Psychology
at Indiana University began in 1962 with & S5-year WIMH grant to Hoger
W. Russel) for research and graduate training in "Biochemieal Correlates
of Behavior”. George A. Heise, an experimental psychologist, Joined the
project in 1964 and Roger P. Mailckel, & blochemist and pharmacologist,
came to the project fyrom WIH in 1965. Although Dr. Fussell recontly
left Indfiana to Become Vice-Chancellor at the University of California-
Irvine, the program is continuing under the direction of Drs. Helze and
Faickel and is assured of support for the next three years,

The research program iz focussed on relaticns batwesesn measured
changes in behavior, neurophysiology, and blood, tissue, and brain
levels of chemicals, The laboratory facilities and educational program
are desipmed for active and explicit interaction between the wvarious
dizeiplines relevant to peychopharmacology. The behavior laborstories,
copntaining some 30 operant boxes and controlling equipment for studies
with rats, mice, squirrel monkeys, and pigeons, are located directly
acrpss the hall from the blochemistry laboratories. The latter are
eapecially well equipped for determimation of drug and drug metabolite
levels in brain and bloed using radicactive isotope technigues.
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At present, 10 graduate students are doing their advanced degres
research in paychopharmacology. Four of these students are candidstes
for the Fh.D. degree in Peychology. They follow the regular Indianse
graduate program in Psyehology, with a major in Physiologieal Psychology
and a minor or courses in learning or sensory psycholopy, physiology,
biochemistry, =znd pharmacology, The remalning six students are gither
FPh,O, candidates in pharmacology vho are minoring in psychology, or
medical students enrolled in the Medical Sclences Frogram in which they
cbtain an advanced degree in = biomedieal seience (o -9 pharmacology )
in addition to the M.D. ERegardless of their particular specialty, a2ll
the graduate students earry out both behavioral and bicchemical studies
curing the course of their research training.

Current or recent research studies lnclude behaviecrsl and blochemical
studies of REM sleep, drug-induced alterations of svoked potentials,
drug effects on thirst-indused drinking behavior, development of behavioral
methods for assessing effects of cholinergic end anti-cholinergic drugs
and for measuring drug effects om learning, effects of lesions and direct
edminietration of drugs into specifile brainm areas on behavior, behavioral
effects of altered brain serotonin and norepinsphrine lewvels, physiclogical
disposition and metabolis fate of psychoactive drugs, toxic interactions
of psychoactive drugs, characterization of brain enzymatic systems, and
developmental pharmacolesy,. G.A.H.
