t o  15 minutes. 

All the glassware was rinsed In t r i p l e  d i s t i l l ed  water - 
Well, almost. 

60% of the observations i n  the experimental group - 
3 r a t s  out of 5. 

The reproducibility of our data - 
A standard deviation 3 times as large as the mean is

A second ser ies  of experiments essentially confirmed our previous
