COURSE REQUIREMENT:


     Term paper (maximum length 20 pages, double spaced with reasonable margins on top, bottom and sides). The subject of the paper is a description of your family of origin and the impact it has on your relationships, and your therapy.





     The paper should contain at least the following:


          1) A tracing of your roots at least as far back as your grandparents generation. This can be done in genogram, diagram or prose. Please get started on getting this information early. It often takes much more time, effort and difficulty than you would expect.





          2) A clear description of your parents' marital system, and of the family system in which you grew up. Describe, in detail, important events in the development and progression of your parents relationship over time. You may begin with your parents in their own families of origin and progress through their relationships, courtship, marriage or ?, and their parenting. Look at all relevant systems (holons) in their relationships with their parents, siblings, etc. It may be easier to look at each parent as an individual, as a child, as a part of a couple, and as a member of the extended family.


          3) Examine the impact of your birth on all relevant systems in the marriage and family. Describe the various structures, interactions and patterns that were produced in your 


family of origin. Be sure to include cultural patterns within the nuclear family and any extended family. Rules, roles, interactional patterns, myths, triangles, hierarchies, 


boundaries, etc. are all important components here. 





          4) Describe in detail the ways in which your parents' marriage has influenced your own intimate relationships. In what ways did they model certain attitudes, behaviors etc., and in what ways has your reaction to their relationship affected your own intimate relationships over time?





           5) Based on the impact of your family history, and of your personal history and knowledge, describe your (potential) strengths and weaknesses as a therapist. Be sure to connect this to the information above.





          6) Integrate the work on Marriage and Divorce described by Pollack and Levant, Papp, CPSY 311 texts or other readings into your analysis. You may want to use the construct of intimacy as an organizing principle.

This class offers an opportunity to learn clinical aspects of couple therapy. We will study what happens moment-to-moment in a couple relationship (and a couple therapy session): what the partners (and the therapist) say and think. Couple therapy is essentially bringing out each partner’s inner dialogue and the therapist’s keeping on top of his/her own inner dialogue. The heart of the class will be role-play couple therapy sessions – with the instructor and eventually each of you taking a turn as the therapist.  In going over the video of these sessions, we will reconstruct what the therapist and each of the partners was thinking. Emphasis in this course will be on the instructor’s couple therapy approach (as described in AFTER THE FIGHT) but we will read also about other approaches (as described in SHORT-TERM COUPLE THERAPY).





READING ASSIGNMENT:


	Wile, AFTER THE FIGHT. Read 4 chapters in preparation for each class. You will thus finish the 28 chapters of the book in 7 weeks.


	Donovan, SHORT-TERM COUPLE THERAPY. Read Chapter 9 for the first class. Then start from the beginning and, for each of the next 7 weeks read two chapters. You will thus finish the 15 chapters of the book in 8 weeks.





TERM PAPER.  Looking at a couple conflict from the inside (describing the inner dialogue of each partner). Take a couple exchange (or other two-person dialogue) out of your own life and formulate what each of you was thinking at each point in the exchange (much as Woody Allen did in Annie Hall). In the first class, I will give an example of what I mean.


	Part 1 of this paper is due on April 7 (the second class): an account of what each person says and what he or she thinks.  These will be dramatized in the class at some point in the course.


	Part 2 of this paper is due June 2 (the second to the last class). Maximum length 20 pages, double spaced with reasonable margins on top, bottom, and sides. In addition to this account of what each person says and thinks, you will write an analysis of what is demonstrated applying the ideas of at least two of the authors from the Donovan book.





GRADING. Paper will account for 50% of the grade. Class participation the other 50%. There will be assignments you can do for extra credit. Class absences over one will require completing a make-up assignment.
