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Statement of the American Psychological Association

For over three decades the consensus of the mental health community has been that
homosexuadlity is not an illnessand therefore not in need of acure. The APA’s concern
about the position’ s espoused by NARTH and so-called conversion therapy is that they
are not supported by the science. There is simply no sufficiently scientifically sound
evidence that sexual orientation can be changed. Our further concern is that the positions
espoused by NARTH and Focus on the Family create an environment in which prejudice
and discrimination can flourish.
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
