The goal of the DVD is not only to preserve our history for future

generations of psychologists, but to be used for multiple purposes. The

video history can be applied as a teaching vehicle to create an awareness

of the contributions of ethnic minority psychologists in research, education,

and practice. The DVD can also be utilized as a means of teaching cultural

competence as well as a means of recruiting and retaining future ethnic

minority students.

To record a written history of this 20  anniversary, Fred Leong, PhD,th

President-Elect of Division 45 initiated a project to compile a 20 year

chronology of the Division and publish the first 10 years in the Fall 2005

Issue of the FOCUS and the second 10 years in the Spring 2006 Issue.

Division 45 is pleased to be celebrating its 20  anniversary and invites all toth

visit our hospitality suite and participate in our 20  Anniversary Celebration.th

APA Council Adopts a Resolution (and Primer) on
Prejudice, Stereotypes, and Discrimination

In 2001, the APA Board approved a 6-member (African-American)

delegation to attend the 2001 United Nations W orld Conference Against

Racism, Discrimination, Xenophobia and Related Intolerences (W CAR) in

Durban, South Africa. This action continues to be a source of Association

debate, introspection, and growth related to issues of anti-racism,

multiculturalism, and diversity.

W hen the APA W CAR delegation presented a preliminary multi-media

report of its experiences and successes at the W CAR to APA governance

at a 2002 Consolidated meeting, some, who viewed the conference as

having significant anti-Semitic elements, challenged not only the legitimacy

of the conference, but also the integrity and competence of the APA

delegation. Consequently, when the delegation presented its formal report

for APA Council action in 2004, action was tabled pending the appointment

and report of a Task Force on the W orld Conference Against Racism

Report. The February 2005 Final Report of that Task Force included among

its recommendations that Council (a) receive the Final Report of the APA

Delegation to the W CAR and (b) request the APA President to appoint a

working group to develop a resolution condemning anti-Semitic and

anti-Jewish and other religious discrimination, as well as discrimination in all

its forms.

In fact, in February 2005, Council voted to receive the W CAR Delegation's

Report, while requesting that its appended UN Declaration on the W CAR be

annotated to reflect: (a) the objections and reservations of a segment of

APA members, (b) the Declaration's strengths relating to promoting

understanding of racism and intolerance in the world, (c) and the

contributions of the APA Delegation to the document. Council also
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requested the APA President to appoint two working groups: One to develop

a resolution condemning anti-Semitic and Anti-Jewish and other religious,

religion-related and/or religion derived prejudice and discrimination; the

other to develop a resolution condemning prejudice and discrimination in all

its forms.

A Resolution on Anti-Semitic and Anti-Jewish Prejudice was adopted by

Council in August 2005 

(see http://www.apa.org/pi/antisemitic_jewish_prejudice.pdf). A

Resolution on Religious, Religious-Based and/or Religion-Derived Prejudice

is currently undergoing governance review.

The following resolution on Prejudice, Stereotypes and Discrimination (see

http://www.apa.org/pi/prejudice_discrimination_resolution.pdf for full

text and reference citations) was adopted by Council in February 2006. The

Task Force that developed this resolution consisted of Drs. John Dovidio

(Chair), Roberta Downing, Susan T. Fiske, Beverly Greene, Jeffrey Mio,

Vanessa Nyborg, Janet Swim, Jose Toro-Alfonso, and Sandra

Shullman (B/D Liaison). The resolution represents the strongest, most

comprehensive, and most directive policy statement made by APA on these

matters. If also reflects the extent, since 1997 when OEMA launch its

Psychology and Racism initiative, that these issues have gained increased

theoretical, research and public policy status in psychology.

APA Resolution on Prejudice, Stereotypes, and Discrimination

Whereas prejudices are unfavorable affective reactions to or evaluations of groups
and their members, stereotypes are generalized beliefs about groups and their
members, interpersonal discrimination is differential treatment by individuals toward
some groups and their members relative to other groups and their members, and
institutional discrimination involves policies and contexts that create, enact, reify,
and maintain inequality (Dovidio, Brigham, Johnson, & Gaertner, 1996; Eagly &
Diekman, 2005; Fiske, 1998; Lott & Maluso, 1995; Mio, Barker-Hackett, &
Tumambing, 2006; Myers, 2005; Nelson, 2005; Shih, Pittinsky, & Ambady,1999);
and

Whereas interpersonal and institutional discrimination against any group is counter
to respect for basic human rights to dignity, equality, and liberty (United Nations
High Commission on Human Rights, 1997; United Nations Universal Declaration
of Human Rights,1948); and
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Whereas the American Psychological Association expressly opposes prejudice
(defined broadly) and discrimination based on age, race, ethnicity, religion, sexual
orientation, gender, gender identity, physical condition or social class (American
Psychological Association, 1998, 2000, 2001, 2002, 2003, 2005a, 2005b; Conger,
1975); and

Whereas as psychologists we respect the dignity and worth of all people and are
committed to improving the conditions of individuals, groups, and society (American
Psychological Association, 2002); and

Whereas as psychologists we are aware of and respect cultural, social, and
personal diversity, including (but not limited to) those based on age, gender, gender
identity, race, ethnicity, culture, national origin, religion, sexual orientation, disability,
language, and socioeconomic status (American Psychological Association, 2002);
and

Whereas manifestations of prejudice, stereotypes, and discrimination may vary over
time and context (Diekman & Eagly, 2000; Devine & Elliot, 1995; Eagly & Karau,
2002; Jackman, 1994; Karlins, Coffman, & Walters, 1969; Schaller, Conway, &
Tanchuk, 2002); and

Whereas psychological science has revealed that modern forms of prejudice,
stereotypes, and discrimination may be automatic, unconscious, and unexamined;
can be ambiguous and difficult to detect in individual instances; and include
ambivalent mixtures of positive and negative emotions that can result in
paternalistic or envious reactions to social groups (Blair, 2001; Clausell & Fiske,
2005; Crosby, 1984; Cunningham, Nezlek, & Banaji, 2004; Darley & Gross, 1983;
Devine, 1989; Dovidio & Gaertner; 2004; Dovidio, Kawakami, Johnson, Johnson,
& Howard, 1997; Fazio, Jackson, Dunton, & Williams, 1995; Fiske, 1998; Fiske,
Cuddy, Glick, & Xu, 2002; Gaertner & Dovidio, 1986; Glick & Fiske, 2001;
Greenwald et al., 2002; Levy & Banaji, 2002; Lin, Kwan, Cheung, & Fiske, 2005;
Mitchell, Nosek, & Banaji, 2003; Morrison & Morrison, 2002; Taylor, Wright,
Moghaddam, & Lalonde,1990); and

Whereas overt, blatant, and hostile forms of prejudice, stereotypes, and
discrimination co-exist with modern and with less overt forms (Benokraitis & Feagin,
1995; Dovidio & Gaertner, 2004; Duckitt, 2001; Fiske et al., 2002; Green, Glaser,
& Rich,1998; Green, Strolovitch, & Wong,1998; Herek, 1992; Pettigrew &
Meertens,1995; Sears & Henry, 2003; Sidanius & Pratto,1999; Swim, Hyers, Cohen,
Fitzgerald, & Bylsma, 2003; Wilson & Schooler, 2000); and

Whereas prejudice, stereotypes, and discrimination are directed most commonly
at members of stigmatized groups (historically groups low in structural power,
including groups defined by gender, ethnicity, race, social class, sexual orientation,
religion, age, physical or psychological impairments, immigration status, or
language), including individuals who are members of multiple stigmatized groups
(e.g., older women) and members simultaneously of stigmatized and
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nonstigmatized groups (e.g., gay men) (Adorno, Frenkel-Brunswik, Levinson, &
Sanford, 1950; Altemeyer, 1996; Crandall & Eshleman, 2003; Herek, 2002; Fiske
et al., 2002; Lott, & Bullock, 2001; Staub, 1996); and

Whereas prejudice, stereotypes, and discrimination have the potential to particularly
harm individuals who are members of groups that are afforded less societal power
to counteract the negative effects of such discrimination (Fiske, 1993; Herek, Gillis,
Cogan, & Glunt, 1997; Johnson & Lecci, 2003; Major et al., 2002; Schmitt &
Branscombe, 2002; Sidanius & Veniagas, 2000); and

Whereas members of groups with high power in one context may find themselves
as members of stigmatized groups in other contexts (Constantine, 2001; Linville,
1982; Quinn, 2005; Shih et al., 1999); and

Whereas individuals who are members of nonstigmatized groups enjoy significant
privileges that members of stigmatized groups do not (Aronson, et al., 1999;
Hacker, 1992; Hurtado, 1997; McIntosh, 1989; Walton & Cohen, 2003); and

Whereas standards of normative behavior derived from the behavior of
nonstigmatized groups can lead to the creation and promotion of institutional
discrimination (Feagin & Feagin, 1978; Haney, Banks, & Zimbardo, 1973; Jones,
1997); and

Whereas prejudice, stereotypes, and discrimination have been shown to have
adverse cognitive, affective, motivational, and behavioral effects for targets of
discrimination, particularly those who are members of stigmatized groups, including
heightened vigilance; stereotype threat; distress such as anger and anxiety;
depressive, anxious, and somatic symptoms; lowered aspirations and reduced
effort (Frable, Blackstone, & Scherbaum, 1990; Jennings, Geis, & Brown, 1980;
Klonoff, Landrine, & Campbell, 2000; Klonoff, Landrine, & Ullman, 1999; Landrine
& Klonoff, 1996; Landrine et al., 1995; Mendoza Denton et al., 2002; Schmader,
Major, & Gramzow, 2001; Steele, 1997; Steele & Aronson, 1995; Swim, Hyers,
Cohen, & Ferguson, 2001); and

Whereas prejudice, stereotypes, and discrimination can be internalized by
stigmatized groups’ members and can become manifested in reactions such as
self-blame for their stigmatized state, acceptance of unfavorable or repressive
stereotypes, self-objectification, and associated psychological consequences (e.g.,
eating disorders), and diminished psychological well-being (e.g., self-esteem
among some groups) (Clark & Clark, 1939, 1947; Crocker, Cornwell, & Major, 1993;
Crocker, Major, & Steele, 1998; Harrison & Frederickson, 2003; Frederickson &
Roberts, 1997; Jost & Banaji, 1994; Kaiser, Major, & McCoy, 2004; Major, Quinton,
& Schmader, 2003; Meyer, 2003; Rudman & Heppen, 2003; Sinclair, Huntsinger,
Skorinko, & Hardin, 2005); and
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Whereas prejudice, stereotypes, and discrimination have negative effects on
intergroup relations, fostering distrust, and promoting threat (Crocker, Luhtanen,
Brodnax, & Blaine, 1999; Dovidio, Gaertner, Kawakami, & Hodson, 2002; Dovidio,
Kawakami, & Gaertner, 2002; Hebl, Foster, Mannix, & Dovidio, 2002; Hughes &
Johnson, 2001; Pettigrew & Tropp, 2000; Plant & Devine, 2003; Shelton &
Richeson, 2005; Stephan & Stephan, 1985; Terrell & Terrell, 1981; Vorauer,
Cameron, Holmes, & Pearce, 2003; Word, Zanna, & Cooper, 1974); and

Whereas discrimination that is indirect, passive, and occurs by virtue of omission,
as well as blatant discrimination, can create hostile environments, including a
climate of rejection, fear, anxiety, and insecurity, for both individuals and the target
group as a whole (Feagin & Sikes, 1994; Fitzergald & Ormerod, 1993; Fitzgerald,
Swan, & Fischer, 1995; Neimann & Dovidio, 2000; Rudman & Borgida, 1995;
Waldo, 1999); and

Whereas prejudice, stereotypes, and discrimination can result in the loss of life,
profound social, economic, and psychological consequences through violence,
ethnic conflict, and genocide (Dutton, Boyanowsky, & Bond, 2005; Dyregrov, Gupta,
Gjestad, & Mukanoheli, 2000; Kessler, 2000, Krippner & McIntyre, 2003; Mautino,
2001; Newman & Erber, 2002; Pham, Weinstein, & Longman, 2004; Staub, 1996;
Veale & Doná, 2003); and

Whereas the American Psychological Association has recognized the profound
psychological consequences for hate crimes motivated by prejudice (American
Psychological Association, 1988, 2005a); and

Whereas prejudice, stereotypes, and discrimination have been shown to create and
maintain historical and contemporary disparities in the areas of education,
economics, law, politics, housing, security, and health (Armstead, Lawler, Gorden,
Cross, & Gibbons, 1989; Blascovich, Spencer, Quinn, & Steele, 2001; Institute of
Medicine, 2003; Jackson, et al., 2004; Lott, 2002; Mays, Coleman, & Jackson,
1996; McNeilly et al., 1996; National Center for Health Statistics, 2004; Office of the
Surgeon General, 1999; Panel on Methods for Assessing Discrimination, 2004;
Pettigrew, 2004; Steffen, McNeilly, Anderson, & Sherwood, 2003; U.S. Bureau of
the Census, 2000; Williams, Neighbors, & Jackson, 2003); and

Whereas institutional discrimination is manifested in lack of representation of
disadvantaged groups in power positions, lack of access to resources that promote
social mobility, and the promotion of the deindividuation and dehumanization of
targets thereby creating social contexts and social roles that encourage
discriminatory behavior (Apfelbaum, 1999; Blascovich, Mendes, Hunter, Lickel, &
Kowai-Bell, 2001; Bullock & Lott, 2001; Catalyst, 2003; Congressional Quarterly,
2005; Fine, 2004; Frable et al., 1990; Jackson, & Inglehart, 1995; Jones, 1997;
Lane & Wegner, 1995; Pinel, 1999; Shelton, 2003); and

Whereas individuals who are members of multiple oppressed groups may
experience unique, additive, or even multiplicative negative consequences from
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discrimination (Bowman et al., 2001; Espin, 1993, 2005; Greene, 1994, 1997;
Greene, & Boyd-Franklin, 1996; Lowe & Mascher, 2001; Miller & Meyers, 1998;
Quinn, 2005); and

Whereas prejudice, stereotypes, and discrimination have been shown to affect
negatively children’s psychological well-being and behavior (Nyborg & Curry, 2003;
Simons et al., 2002); and

Whereas prejudice, stereotypes, and discrimination potentially harm perpetrators’
own mental and physical health by interfering with their cognitive functioning;
prolonging their stereotypes, hostility, suspicion, vigilance, and intergroup anxiety;
which results in depriving them of skills and relationships with groups they
disparage; preventing their organizations from full access to available human
capital; and creating restrictive roles and intragroup competition for status even
within nonstigmatized groups (Iazzo, 1983; King & King, 1997; Richeson et al.,
2003; Richeson & Shelton, 2003; Richeson & Trawalter, 2005; Rudman & Fairchild,
2004; Thompson, Gisanti, & Pleck, 1985; Thompson, Pleck, & Ferrera, 1992); and

Whereas being a member of a stigmatized group can result in the added stress of
needing to be attuned to the possibility of encountering discrimination, particularly
if one has a hidden stigma (Frable et al., 1990; Shelton, 2003; Vorauer & Kumhyr,
2001); and

Whereas options for coping with prejudice, stereotypes, and discrimination force
targets of discrimination to choose among coping responses that have associated
psychological costs (e.g., possibly revealing stigma), negative evaluations when
reporting discrimination, and psychological or practical costs for complying with
discrimination (e.g., rumination and negative self-evaluations); leaving prejudice,
stereotypes, and discrimination often unnamed and unchallenged (Kaiser & Miller,
2001; Swim & Thomas, 2005); and

Whereas participation in demographically diverse settings, such as groups with
mixed racial/ethnic or gender group composition, has the potential to bestow
advantages such as preparing individuals to be better citizens in a multicultural
democracy, improving educational and economic opportunities for stigmatized
individuals, decreasing prejudice against outgroup members, increasing complex
learning, increasing group creativity, and consideration for varied points of views
that clearly illuminate the benefits of diversity (Antonio et al., 2004; Gurin, Dey,
Hurtado, & Gurin, 2002; Gurin, Nagda, & Lopez, 2004; Nemeth & Nemeth Brown,
2003; Pettigrew & Tropp, 2005, Sommers, in press);

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the American Psychological Association
condemns expressing prejudice, employing stereotypes, and engaging in
discrimination in all their forms; and
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BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the American Psychological Association will:

1. call upon psychologists to educate themselves about the various and evolving
manifestations of prejudice, stereotypes, and discrimination;

2. call upon psychologists to eliminate actions and procedures that perpetuate
prejudice, stereotypes, and discrimination in research, practice, training, and
education; 

3. call upon psychologists to examine further the deleterious effects of prejudice,
stereotypes, and discrimination upon both targets and perpetrators through
research, practice, training, and education; 

4. call upon psychologists to use findings from relevant psychological research
on prejudice, stereotyping and discrimination to inform their research,
practice, training and education with members of diverse populations;

5. call upon psychologists to develop effective interventions against prejudice,
stereotypes, and discrimination;

6. support the government’s continuing collection of demographic and other
statistics that bear upon discrimination;

7. call upon psychologists to use findings from relevant psychological research
to inform anti-prejudice, anti-stereotyping and anti-discrimination positions in
public and organizational policy;

8. call upon psychologists to use findings from relevant psychological research
to advocate anti-prejudice, anti-stereotyping, and anti-discrimination positions
in organizations and public policy at local, national, and international levels;

9. promote the effective engagement and advancement of diverse populations
to pursue careers in psychology in order to achieve representation that
reflects this diversity in all areas and levels of the profession;

10. achieve diverse representation at all levels of APA activities and governance;
11. urge gatekeepers of information dissemination (e.g., educators and editors)

to pursue diverse representation in content and among reviewers and authors;
and

12. call upon psychologists to be vigilant about the various manifestations of
stereotyping, prejudice, and discrimination; to speak out against stereotyping,
prejudice, and discrimination; to educate the public about stereotyping,
prejudice and discrimination and their impact on individuals, groups and
society; and to combat expression of intolerant stereotypes, prejudices, or
discriminatory acts among individuals and institutions.

CEMA Awards its 2006 Jeffrey S. Tanaka Memorial
Dissertation Award in Psychology

The APA Committee on Ethnic Minority Affairs (CEMA) awarded its 2006

Jeffrey S. Tanaka Memorial Dissertation Award in Psychology to both

Maryam Kia-Keating, PhD for her dissertation titled "Refugee youth in

resettlement: Exposure of war and protective factors" (Boston University,

2006), and Janna L. Kim, PhD for her dissertation titled "Sexual

socialization among Asian Americans: A multi-method examination of

cultural influences" (University of Michigan, 2005). This is the first time there

was a virtual tie in the ratings that determine the Tanaka award winner.

Maryam Kia-Keating, PhD is a Postdoctoral

Scholar in Psychology at the University of

California, San Diego and an Adjunct faculty

member in the Department of Psychology at

the University of San Diego. After graduating

from Dartmouth College, she earned an EdM

in Risk & Prevention from Harvard University

and a PhD in Clinical Psychology from

Boston University. She completed her clinical

training at the University of California, San

Diego, treating children and families in both

outpatient and inpatient settings. Dr.

Kia-Keating was previously with the Center

for Medical and Refugee Trauma in the

Department of Child and Adolescent

Psychiatry at Boston Medical Center where her dissertation research

focused on exposure to adversities, mental health, and protective factors

impacting Somali refugee adolescents resettled in the United States. Her

research interests include the mental health and psychosocial development

of children and adolescents affected by traumatic events, cross-cultural

differences in stress and coping, resilience in children exposed to war and

community violence, and school-based interventions. She is currently

investigating the effectiveness of an alcohol use school-based prevention

program for high school adolescents, and a school- and community-based

participatory photography program for refugee and immigrant youth.
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Janna L. Kim, PhD

Janna L. Kim, PhD received a BA in

psychology from Occidental College in

1999. After receiving a PhD in

developmental psychology from the

University of Michigan in 2005, she

completed a postdoctoral research

fellowship at the Center for Research on

Gender and Sexuality (CRGS). Dr. Kim's

research examines how families, peers,

and the mass media shape young

people's developing notions of sexual

roles and relationships, and how these

processes are embedded within a larger

system of cultural values and beliefs. In

her dissertation, she merged qualitative

and quantitative methods to explore the sexual socialization of Asian

Americans, a group often neglected in psychological research on sexuality.

In doing so, Dr. Kim shed light on the unique developmental challenges

faced by many Asian American youth as they negotiate competing cultural

messages about sexuality. She recently accepted a tenure-track, Assistant

Professor position in the Department of Child and Adolescent Studies at

California State University, Fullerton.

APA Committee on Ethnic Minority Affairs: Update

The APA Committee on Ethnic Minority Affairs (CEMA) met in Arlington,

Virginia, as part of the Spring Consolidated boards and committees meeting

on April 7-9, 2006. The Committee's meeting agenda included a variety of

issues ranging from the welcoming of newly appointed members José M.

Cervantes, PhD, California State University at Fullerton, and Anderson J.

Franklin, PhD , the City College of the City University of New York, to the

hosting of its traditional meeting for members of color in APA governance.

An especially important event that took place during the consolidated

meetings was the presentation of a multicultural leadership training

workshop. The APA Council of Representatives (C/Rs) in August 2005

mandated multicultural leadership training for all members of APA

governance. The workshop on April 7, 2006, the second C/R-mandated

training experience, was presented by John Dovidio, PhD and Derald

Wing Sue, PhD; the first was presented to the C/Rs in February 2005 by
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A. Toy Caldwell-Colbert, PhD and John Dovidio, PhD and Sandra

Shullman, PhD.

As a result of the training, governance groups were tasked to prepare an

"action plan" to address diversity, which representatives from the

participating governance groups shared with one another during a

conference committee session later that same day. CEMA's action plan

included the following recommendations:

1. CEMA will pursue the development of a proposal to C/R requesting the

establishment of a task force on enhancing the next generation of

psychology faculty. The proposed CEMA task force would be charged

with shaping the vision for how psychology and/or APA will address the

changing make-up of future psychology faculty and its diversity and

multicultural competence.

2. CEMA will continue to support the development of an APA Office of

Diversity Enhancement as recommended by the 2005 APA Presidential

Task Force on Enhancing Diversity report.

3. CEMA strongly supports the development of an independent resource

such as a Cultural Ombudsman or mediator within the APA

organizational structure. The ombudsman would serve as a facilitator

or mediator in situations when there is a grievance or conflict rooted in

competing interests of diverse groups.

The Committee met with APA President Gerald P. Koocher, PhD, to

discuss ethnic minority related issues and concerns associated with the

APA convention in New Orleans. It received a report from John Robinson,

EdD, chairperson of the APA Membership Committee on the Membership

Summit that convened on April 6, 2006. CEMA also met with Rhea K.

Farberman, APR, Executive Director of the APA Office of Public and

Member Communications as a follow-up to her development and

implementation of the media campaign requested by the C/Rs as part of its

adoption (on August 21, 2005) of the APA Resolution Recommending the

Immediate Retirement of American Indian Mascots, Symbols, Images,

and Personalities by Schools, Colleges, Universities, Athletic Teams,

and Organizations. According to Ms. Farberman, this particular APA press

release can be considered the Association's second most successful

relative to the number of media placements it enjoyed. Although it was not

produced in languages other than English, the press release did fairly well

in ethnic minority print media outlets. The next phase of the media campaign
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will be the development of a public information document that would

become a searchable web-based resource (a repository of relevant experts

and psychological research on Indian mascots). Ms. Farberman also

indicated that she will explore the possibility of producing the press release

in languages other than English.

CEMA also received briefings from Ellen Garrison, PhD, Ana Toro, JD and

Karen Chen, PhD on the status of APA's ethnic minority legislative

advocacy agenda. APA congressional fellow, Paula Domenici, PhD, also

attended a portion of the CEMA meeting. Dr. Domeniti is a staff member in

the congressional office of Senator Hillary Rodham-Clinton (D-NY).

Additional meeting highlights include the following:

1. Approved the theme of its annual 2006 convention invitational

breakfast as: "One year after the storms: The multicultural disasters of

hurricanes Katrina and Rita."

2. Voted to support Division 45's efforts to obtain seats on the APA C/Rs

for the four ethnic minority psychological associations. 

3. Noted that the proposed accreditation structure did not promote

ethnic/racial diversity in representation, and therefore did not

recommend adoption of the main motion by the C/Rs or the Board of

Directors: "....adopt for implementation the recommendations set forth

in the June 2005 Accreditation Summit meeting report". 

4. Recommended that the APA Board for the Advancement of

Psychology in the Public Interest (BAPPI) give careful consideration to

the complex nature of the issues being raised by the request presented

by the Iranian American Psychological Association related to its interest

in membership on the APA Council of Representatives.

5. Expressed on-going interest in receiving a status report from BAPPI on

the work of the Taskforce on publications editorial pipeline and diversity

in course content.

6. Continued its collaboration with the APA Committee on International

Relations in Psychology (CIRP), as directed by the C/Rs, related to the

development of APA implementation efforts connected to the United

Nations' (UN) Declaration that was developed during the 2001 UN

World Conference Against Racism, Racial Discrimination, Xenophobia,

and Related Intolerances (WCAR), including planning a CEMA/CIRP

symposium for the 2006 APA Convention on the topic

7. Assigned Dr. Thomas to review the proposed final report of the APA

Task Force on the Sexualization of Girls.
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8. Developed nomination slates composed of psychologists of color for

APA governance group memberships and awards.

9. Considered efforts to develop a plan of action related to

implementation activities associated with APA's Racial Profiling

Resolution.

10. Agreed to continue to collaborate with the APA Committee on

Psychological Tests and Assessments (CPTA) and the APA

Committee for the Advancement of Professional Practice (CAPP).

The Committee was pleased to again receive the Division 40 liaison, Tony

Wong, PhD, as well as to welcome Veroniquè Thomas, PhD, the recently

appointed National Council of Schools of Professional Psychology (NCSPP)

liaison to CEMA and Allan Noonan, MD, 2006 liaison to CEMA from BAPPI.

CEMA members are: Priscilla P. Dass-Brailsford, EdD (chairperson); Lisa

R. Thomas, PhD (chairperson-elect); Jennifer J. Manly, PhD, Alvin N.

Alvarez, PhD, and Anderson J. Franklin, PhD. CEMA's next meeting is

scheduled for October 2006 in W ashington, DC. Contact OEMA to receive

a detailed report (Issues of Concern) of CEMA's deliberations and actions.

Council of National Psychological Associations for the
Advancement of Ethnic Minority Issues

The Council of National Psychological Associations for the Advancement of

Ethnic Minority Interests (CNPAAEMI) convened its W inter meeting on

February 1, 2006, immediately preceding the APA Expert Summit on

Immigration in San Antonio, Texas. This meeting, traditionally hosted by the

APA, was chaired by the president of the National Latina/o Psychological

Association (NLPA), Azara L. Santiago-Rivera, PhD. Meeting participants,

composed of the presidents of the four ethnic minority psychological

associations, APA and APA's Division 45, tackled an agenda that included:

Discussion of issues, activities, and update reports from each association;

support of the Reparations Statement prepared by the Association of Black

Psychologists (ABPsi); authorizing Division 45 to convey to the APA Council

of Representatives (C/Rs) CNPAAEMI member associations' interest in the

preliminary proposed plan that will ultimately invite the four ethnic minority

psychological associations to accept a voting seat on the C/Rs; discussion

of the meeting agenda and the location of future CNPAAEMI meetings; and

a status report on the development of the Council's publications series.

Currently, the Council has completed work on two brochures, one
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addressing research issues in communities of color and the other focusing

on the delivery of psychological services to ethnic minority populations.

These brochures are available by contacting OEMA. The next publication

in the Council's series will address tests and assessments, and the final

brochure in the series will focus on education and training issues.

Other important issues that continue on the Council's agenda are: (a)

finalizing eligibility and application parameters for its Henry Tomes, PhD

Distinguished Contributions to Ethnic Minority Psychology Awards; (b)

development of an initiative addressing language access issues in health

care; and (c) pursue efforts to call a meeting with representatives of the

association of managed care organizations (health delivery systems) to take

place in conjunction with the annual meeting in 2007 of the Society of Indian

Psychologists (SIP).

Nadia T. Hasan,
MA
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OEMA: As an Arab American woman, what history and special

experiences of diversity do you feel you bring to psychology?

Ms. Hasan: Similar to other ethnic minority groups, the

experiences of Arab-Americans have been ignored in psychology.

As a second generation, Arab-American woman, I feel that I bring

a unique perspective to psychology.

OEMA: How are your experiences and perspectives different from

and similar to those of the U.S.'s "traditional ethnic minorities" i.e.,

Blacks, Latinos, Asians, and American Indians?

Ms. Hasan: Because of my ethnic background, I am sensitive to

the experiences of ethnic minorities, but I also respect the unique

histories and characteristics of each population. For instance,

since the events of September 11, 2001, Arab-Americans have

received a great deal of negative attention from the federal

government and media. The depictions of Arabs and

Arab-Americans are stereotypical and racist. I hope that I can

begin to change some of the stereotypical views of

Arab-Americans through my leadership roles and work.

OEMA: How can all of these ethnic minority perspectives -

including those of Arab Americans - contribute to a more

competently global psychology?

Ms. Hasan: For us to create a competent global psychology it is

necessary for all of us to work together to better understand world

problems and how they contribute to the psychological well-being

of people across cultures.

OEMA: W hat were some of the programs and projects you

worked on as the CEMA-APAGS chair?

Ms. Hasan: I worked on several projects during my term as the

APA/NIGMS Grant Project Update

Promoting Research Careers by Increasing Students’ Integration into

Psychology’s Academic and Social Cultures

The APA/National Institute for General Medical Sciences (APA/NIGMS)

Project, initially funded in September 1996 by NIGMS is continuing to reach

many of its project goals and objectives. “Developing Minority Biomedical

Research Talent in Psychology”: A Collaborative and Systemic Approach for

Strengthening Institutional Capacity for Recruitment, Retention, Training and

Research project seeks to demonstrate the effectiveness of a “pipeline and

systemic approach” for increasing the number of persons of color in the

educational pipeline for biomedical and behavioral research careers in

psychology. This project is guided by the research findings and

recommendations of Visions and Transformations: The Final Report of the

APA Commission on Ethnic Minority Recruitment, Retention, and Training

(CEMRRAT).

The project seeks to change academic cultures by strengthening linkages

among predominantly minority 2- and 4-year institutions and major research

institutions, and thereby increase recruitment, retention, mentoring,

graduation and progression of minority students in the biomedical areas of

psychology. Fourteen institutions are involved in the projects.

W hile APA staff has struggled to maintain project funding, the participating

institutions and their 87 research mentors and 30 project team members

have persevered and continued project and research training activities that

have resulted in some exceptional outcomes. Those activities have time and

time again proven to be what frames students understanding and positive

connection to their program of study. Research demonstrates that students,

especially ethnic minority students, who are connected and integrated into

their department through an integrated program of curriculum, social

activities, academic supports and related activities, report a more positive

experience than those students who do not share in these types of activities.

Efforts to provide such environments are exemplified by such APA/NIGMS

Project innovations as the following:

• The establishment of a Council of Indigenous Advisors (CIA) at each

of the Northern Plains Region institutions (i.e., Sisseton W ahpeton

Community College, Sinte Gleska University, and the University of
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Northern Plains
Region Brochure

South Dakota).The CIA consists of tribal elders

who provide culturally-centered advice on issues

r a n g in g  f r o m  p e r s o n a l  d i l e m m a  t o

departmental/institutional policies.

• The establishment of the award-winning Fact

Forum at the University of Miami , a peer-advising

program for freshmen psychology students that

involves a 2-semester sequence of weekly 1-hour

small group meetings related to psychology

careers, departmental requirements, curriculum

design, and the process of and opportunities for

psychological research.

• The establishment of a peer-mentoring program at

Chicago State University that significantly

increased retention rates and garnered State

funding.

• The development of structured peer support learning groups at

University of Maryland, Santa Monica College, and other project

institutions.

The longitudinal data on the APA/NIGMS project demonstrates that the

creation of systems and environments of connectedness/support and

academic/social integration make a difference.

W hen we first initiated the APA/NIGMS Project in 1996, the 14 participating

institutions collectively reported a total of 31 minority undergraduate

students engaged in mentored research across all areas of psychology

during that year. Since then, the APA/NIGMS project has involved a

whopping 557 students (i.e., an average of 70 students per year) in

intensive mentored research in biomedical and behavioral areas of

psychology. To date, our participating students have made 339 research

presentations at regional, national and international conferences and 29

students have authored journal articles and/or book chapters for publication.

Sixty-six students have transferred to 4-year institutions from community

colleges and 228 students have graduated with BA/BS degrees; 62 students

have pursued MA/MS degrees; 71 students have pursued PhD/PsyD

degrees; and 23 students have pursued professional degrees such as a

MD, DDS, JD, or MSW ; 32 students graduated from Master’s Programs of

whom 12 immediately pursued doctoral studies, 12 have graduated from

Doctoral Programs and 6 have graduated from professional programs.
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The achievements of the APA/NIGMS project are significant. And we

continue to strive to create more opportunities and disseminate more

examples of the stellar activities of the APA/NIGMS project. Of course these

achievements are due to the support of our Core Team Leaders and their

respective teams and faculty mentors. To their unyielding efforts, untiring

devotion and exceptional energy, we thank you.

CEMRRAT2 Update

CEMRRAT Implementation Grants Awarded in 2006

The CEMRRAT Grants program entered its eighth year of implementation

in 2006. Since its inception in 1999, this program has received 204

proposals and awarded 134 small grants. Totaling over $471,000, the grants

thus awarded have served as seed funds to support individuals,

organizations, and educational institutions interested both in increased

recruitment, retention, and training of ethnic minorities in psychology, and

in the infusion of multicultural issues across the discipline of psychology.

Proposals for CEMRRAT grants are accepted each year starting January 1,

and applicants are considered on a first-come, first-served basis. Funding

decisions are often finalized in April. More information about this specific

grant is available on the OEMA's website at: www.apa.org/pi/oema.

After returning from Mexico to say good-bye to his family and friends, Juan

Rodriguez is headed for Boston, Massachusetts to begin his first semester

as a graduate student in the Massachusetts School of Professional

Psychology. Juan Rodriguez graduated from W est Valley College (W VC)

with academic honors in 2003. Juan says “It was at W est Valley where I

found my mentors, my inspiration, and my motivation to be successful in the

field of psychology. My early success in the psychology classes allowed me

to build a strong reputation within the department. W hen I took a lecture and

laboratory class in Experimental Psychophysiology, I was often asked by the

teacher to explain concepts to my peers. Although the class was among the

most challenging I had ever taken, I was informed by the teacher,

Psychology professor Sandy Ladd, who would later become one of my

greatest mentors, that I earned the highest number of accumulated points

in the class.”

In 2000, Juan was an invited participant in the Diversity Project 2000 and

Beyond (DB2KB), a leadership and mentoring program that is a cooperative

effort of the Office of Ethnic Minority Affairs of the American Psychological

Association (APA), Psi Beta (the national honor society in psychology for

community colleges) the National Institute of Drug Abuse and other

SAMHSA Centers. The program’s mission is to encourage ethnic minority

honor students at community colleges to become psychologists. Juan says,

In 2001 Juan became involved with the Puente Program at W VC which

aims to help Hispanic students transition to a four year university by

connecting transferring students with students who have successfully

transferred. The following year, in 2002, while he was still at W VC, he was

again invited by APA to participate in a national program, the Bridge

Program, that aims to encourage ethnic m inority honor students at

community colleges to transfer to a four-year institution and to continue their

education in psychology. The Bridge Program, sponsored by the Minority
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Fellowship Program (MFP) of the APA, afforded him the opportunity to

attend another APA convention in Chicago in 2002.

Juan transferred to San Jose State University and obtained a BA in

Psychology in 2006. W hile going to SJSU, Juan worked in the San Jose Job

Corps. It is a non-profit company where the vast majority of the population

is Hispanic, mostly from Mexico.

Juan was accepted into the PsyD program at Massachusetts School of

Professional Psychology and also into the Pacific University School of

Professional Psychology. As a graduate student in the Boston Program, His

goal as a clinical psychologist is to work with Hispanic families, especially

children, who are new to the U.S. Aside from providing mental health

services to these people, he also wants to develop programs that encourage

Hispanic children to pursue a higher education.

CDC Study Reveals Hispanic Youth More Prone to Suicide
Mental Health Weekly – June 12, 2006 (Excerpt)

Hispanic students are much more likely than Black or W hite students to

report attempted suicide, according to a new report on youth risk behaviors

by the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC).
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The national report, Youth Risk Behavior Surveillance, United States, 2005,

monitors priority health risk behaviors that contribute to the leading causes

of death, disability and social problems among youth and adults. 

Nearly 14,000 U.S. public and private high school students participated in

the 2005 National YRBS.

The report found that fewer U.S. high school students are engaging in

health risk behaviors compared to their counterparts from 15 years ago.

Nationwide 8.4 percent of students actually attempted suicide one or more

times during the 12 months preceding the survey. Overall, the prevalence

of having actually attempted suicide was higher among female (10.8

percent) than male (6 percent) students; higher among W hite female (9.3

percent), Black female (9.8 percent) and Hispanic female (14.9 percent)

than W hite male (5.2 percent) Black male (5.2 percent) and Hispanic male

(7.8 percent) students. Overall, the prevalence of having actually attempted

suicide was higher among Hispanic (11.3 percent) than W hite (7.3 percent)

and Black (7.6 percent) students.

During the 12 months preceding the survey, 28.5 percent of students

nationwide had felt so sad and hopeless almost every day for more than two

weeks in a row that they stopped doing some usual activities, the report

noted. Overall, the prevalence of having felt sad or hopeless almost every

day for more than two weeks was higher among female (36.7 percent) than

male (20.4 percent) students; higher among W hite female (33.4 percent),

Black female (36.9 percent) and Hispanic female (46.7 percent) students

than W hite male (18.l4 percent), Black male (19.5 percent) and Hispanic

male (26 percent) students.

During the 12 months preceding the survey, 13 percent of students

nationwide had made a plan about how they would attempt suicide.

Overall, the prevalence of having made a suicide plan was higher among

female (16.2 percent) than male (9.9 percent) and higher among W hite

female (15.4 percent) Black female (13.5 percent) and Hispanic female

(18.5 percent) students than W hite male (9.7 percent), Black male (5.5

percent), and Hispanic male (10.7 percent) students.

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APA Applauds Defeat of the Health Insurance Marketplace Modernization

and Affordability Act (HIMMAA)

On May 11, 2006, APA issued a press release applauding defeat of Senate bill

1955 – the Health Insurance Marketplace Modernization and Affordability Act.

Defeat of this bill means that 39 state mental health parity laws and 32 state

minimum mental health mandate or mandated offering laws will continue to

protect those in need of mental health services. In addition, psychology “freedom

of choice” laws in 42 states and D.C. will continue to ensure people have the

ability to choose psychological services when they need them.

Update: Retiring American Indian Mascots, Symbols,
Images, and Personalities — a Pursuit for Institutional
Cultures of Respectfulness

Southeastern Oklahoma State University has changed their mascot’s name

to the “Savage Storm,” while Florida State University and the University of

Illinois remain recalcitrant and retain their American Indian mascots.

However, the risks associated with not adopting a new more respectful

symbol of university spirit have significantly increased for these and other

powerhouse institutions of higher learning caught up in the controversial

debate regarding the use of American Indian mascots, images,

personalities, and symbols.

On August 2, 2005, the National Collegiate Athletic Association (NCAA)

announced its new policy that prohibits colleges/universities athletic teams

that use American Indian mascots, symbols, images, or personalities

deemed “hostile or abusive” from hosting post-season events or displaying

the symbols during NCAA championship competitions. Institutions

determined “non-compliant” will not be allowed to host NCAA events in the

future. According to the NCAA, previously scheduled playoffs at these

schools were allowed to occur as planned, but the schools had to make

“reasonable steps to cover up” the references to [American] Indians. This

new policy will affect at least 18 schools in the NCAA including Florida State

and the University of Illinois, two schools whose athletic programs have

consistently competed in NCAA championship events. The policy took effect

on February 1, 2006.

For psychology, the mascot issue is central to American Indian mental

health and well-being. On October 19, 2005, the American Psychological

Association issued a press release on the resolution adopted by the APA

Council of Representatives on August 21, 2005, calling for “The immediate

retirement of all American Indian mascots, symbols, images and

personalities by schools, colleges, universities, athletic teams and

organizations”. The APA Committee on Ethnic and Minority Affairs (CEMA)

drafted the American Indian mascots resolution based on empirical

evidence that suggests the potentially harmful effects of racial stereotyping

and the inaccurate portrayals of American Indians on the mental health and

well-being of American Indian people, and in particular, American Indian

children. More specifically, psychological research has demonstrated that
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American Indian mascots have negative effects on the social identity

development and self esteem of American Indian young people. For more

related information, see pp. 6-8 of the March 2006 Communiqué.

The press release generated approximately 160 broadcast placements

(print and online news sources), making it the second most popular press

announcement ever released by APA. Among the major print media

placements were the Associated Press, CBS News, the Washington Post,

USA TODAY, ESPN, and Sports Illustrated.

The actions taken by NCAA, APA and scores of American Indian

organizations against the use of American Indian mascots and symbols

serve to garner the public attention that is often required to create

institutional cultures of respectfulness for American Indians and others.

PEMSI Survey Update: Qualitative Data — Preliminary
Findings

In the January 2005 issue of the Communique, we introduced the

Psychology in Ethnic Minority Serving Institutions (PEMSI) Survey. It was

developed as part of the PEMSI Initiative, launched in 2000 to promote the

interests and increase the visibility of psychology programs at institutions

that serve a predominately ethnic minority student population. The survey,

which has been sent to nearly 300 institutions, requests data that will enable

APA to better understand the current state of psychology education and

training at these institutions.

Recently a more in-depth prelim inary analysis of the PEMSI survey data

received to date was completed. In these analyses, the qualitative data were

of particular interest as they provided insights into the recruitment tactics,

diversity training, and needs of the different types of psychology

departments/programs at ethnic minority serving institutions.

The survey requested information regarding institutional efforts to recruit

minority students. Given the fact that the responding institutions were

minority-serving, the most popular recruitment strategy was to emphasize

the tradition or reputation of the college or university as a minority-serving

institution. Financial incentives, such as scholarships, grants, loans, and

application fee waivers, were also popular recruitment methods. Other

responses included fostering partnerships between 4-year and 2-year

institutions, strategically placing satellite campuses in areas with large

minority populations, and emphasizing the institution's minority-related social

support efforts and special course offerings. 

A second qualitative item asked about incentives used to foster

development of courses that deal with diversity and multicultural issues. The

majority of the responses referred to institutional or departmental policies

dictating the existence or development of such courses. For example,

several respondents noted policies requiring cultural competency among

students, which in turn necessitated that faculty create a sufficient number

of courses to address students' needs. Several institutions also mentioned

pre-existing multicultural or minority related majors or tracks that led to the

continual development of new courses.
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The final question invited the respondents to list ways in which APA could

be of assistance to their psychology department or program. The most

popular responses dealt with educational assistance, a category that

included answers ranging from financial aid to help with graduate program

selection and preparation. Responses dealing with internship, fellowship and

post-graduate employment opportunities, and instructional aids were also

popular. Several institutions requested referrals and networking assistance,

such as for help identifying minority professors and practitioners for faculty

recruitment, guest lectures and academic program review panels. Other

responses included discounted access to APA databases (e.g., PsycInfo),

conference information, APA-endorsed guidelines for standardized testing

of ethnic m inority students, and advocacy for the development of more

professional schools of psychology.

The data also revealed that many of the institutions' needs can be

addressed by existing APA services and programs. For example, one

institution requested that a database be created which lists

Spanish-speaking clinicians capable of training or supervising students.

OEMA manages a database of ethnic minority psychologists that includes

that information. So, meeting such needs could be as simple as improving

awareness among ethnic minority serving institutions of the resources

available from APA.

As more institutions provide information to the PEMSI database, the data

and their analyses will become more robust and allow for analyses that

might explore similarities and differences among this institutional sector.

Such data, especially when focused on psychology education and training,

will provide information related to these institutions’ educational efficacy and

related advocacy and policy development needs and challenges.

Promoting Psychological Research and Training on Health
Disparities Issues Grants (ProDIGs)

Three 2006 ProDIGs Grantees Selected

ProDIGs, administered through the Public Interest Directorate’s Office of

Ethnic Minority Affairs (OEMA) in collaboration with the Minority Fellowship

Program (MFP) with financial support from the APA Science Directorate’s

Academic Enhancement Initiative (AEI), “seeks to increase the capacity of

ethnic minority serving postsecondary institutions and faculty to engage in
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health disparities research and to encourage student involvement in health

disparities research training at early levels of the educational pipeline.”

Since 2002, the project has sought to target early career faculty at ethnic

minority serving institutions by providing small grant awards to support

activities associated with the preparation of an initial research

program/curriculum development application for federal or foundation

funding. A component of the ProDIGs awards requires grantees to

participate in the MFP/Psychology Summer Institute (PSI). The PSI provides

professional and experiential activities to advanced graduate students, post-

docs, and early career scholars that is designed to enhance current

research skills with the goal of advancing their careers through the provision

of goal-based mentoring, interaction with federal research officials and

senior researchers, and participation in a series of specialized training

modules. This year the PSI was held July 23 - 29, 2006 in W ashington, DC.

ProDIGs grantees are expected to complete their research activities within

18 months after their award and to prepare a major funding proposal within

24 months and submit their proposals to such agencies as the Center for

Mental Health Services (CMHS), Fund for the Improvement of

Postsecondary Education (FIPSE), National Center for Minority Health and

Health Disparities (NCMHHD), National Institute on Drug Abuse (NIDA),

National Institute on Mental Health (NIMH), the National Science Foundation

(NSF) and others.

The 2006 ProDIGs grantees with a brief description of their research are as

follows:

Ruth Chao, PhD, Assistant Professor from Tennessee State

University’s Multiculturally Sensitive Mental Health Checklist:

Development, Factor Analysis, Reliability, and Validity will develop

a mental health checklist that is multiculturally sensitive and

includes racism-related stressors for ethnic minority students who

are experiencing psychological problems, and to study the

psychometric properties and reliability and validity of the checklist

through identified statistical analyses.

Patrick Uchigakiuchi, PhD, Associate Professor from the

Chaminade University of Honolulu’s Research and Training

Proposal to Increase Minority Mental Health Professionals Among

Asian and Pacific Islander Groups seeks to utilize a two-pronged

approach to create a research and training program track at the

early stages of undergraduate education to increase the number
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of mental health professionals from Asian and Pacific Islander

groups (including Hawaiians, Samoans, Filipinos, and

Micronesians) through attainment of specific research skills

focused on educational advancement and the development of a

certificate program through the Department of Psychology in

behavioral counseling and the development of a clinical training

track to train mental health counselors to work with communities

with large populations of underserved Asian and Pacific Islanders

Sandra Suther, PhD, Assistant Professor and Levi Ross, PhD,

Assistant Professor from Florida A & M University propose to

develop “Formative Research to Develop a Genetic Health

Education Curriculum” at FAMU through a multi-pronged

approach that includes: the establishment of a Genetic Health

Education Curriculum advisory board; identification of

interdisciplinary faculty across FAMU with expertise in genetic

health education curriculum as instructors; and the examination

of current and existing public health genetics curricula to identify

components for possible integration into the proposed curriculum.

This course would be the first genetic health education course to

be included into the curriculum of a degree earning program at a

college or university within the Florida State University system.

A fourth grantee, Lynn A. Abeita, PhD, Assistant Professor at the University

of New Mexico, declined her ProDIGs award due to personal challenges.

Legislative Update

Update on the APA Ethnic Minority Legislative Advocacy Agenda:

September, 2005 – July, 2006

APA's Public Interest Public Policy Office (PIPPO) staff is actively engaged

in promoting psychology in the public interest in Congress and with the Bush

administration. PIPPO activities include the preparation of legislative

background materials, statutory provisions, and formal comments on

proposed legislation and regulations, as well as training and mobilizing the

APA membership for grassroots advocacy efforts. The office also identifies

and invites psychologists to testify at congressional hearings and APA

briefings, and to represent the association on federal agency advisory

councils and at executive branch meetings. Additionally, PIPPO administers

the APA Congressional Fellowship Program and a year long public policy

internship program for psychology graduate students. The following are

highlights of PIPPO activities since September 2005 in support of its ethnic

minority legislative advocacy agenda.

! Effects of Hurricane Katrina. Following Hurricanes Katrina and Rita,

PI-PPO was instrumental in drafting legislation to enhance relief and

preparedness services for ethnic minorities and persons with limited

English proficiency. In November, PI-PPO provided input to the office of

Delegate Donna Christensen (D-Virgin Islands) regarding the Hurricane

Katrina Recovery, Reclamation, Restoration, Reconstruction and

Reunion Act, a bill introduced by Rep. Melvin W att (D-NC). The bill

includes provisions to address the needs of ethnic minority individuals

impacted by the hurricanes. In March, PI-PPO assisted the office of

Rep. Michael Honda (D-CA) in drafting a bill to ensure linguistically

accessible services for those affected by Hurricanes Katrina and Rita.

! Racial and Ethnic Health Disparities. During the Congressional Black

Caucus Legislative Conference in September, PI-PPO launched the

National Coalition on Health and Behavior with the National Association

of Social W orkers (NASW ) to advocate for the role of behavior in

eliminating racial and ethnic health disparities. PI-PPO staff conducted

outreach to potential coalition partners, including the Black Psychiatrists

Caucus of the National Medical Association, and distributed the briefing

paper, "Support for Behavioral and Social Science Research Needed to

Eliminate Health Disparities." PI-PPO has since expanded the
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membership of the coalition and continues to work with congressional

offices to advance health disparities legislation. In March, PPO sent a

letter to all members of Congress urging increased funding for the

Racial and Ethnic Approaches to Community Health (REACH) program

for Fiscal Year (FY) 2007, which would help eliminate racial and ethnic

health disparities.

! Ethnic Minority Children. In November, APA co-sponsored a

congressional briefing on the mental health and resilience of ethnic

minority children facing trauma and disaster with the Congressional

Asian Pacific American Caucus, the Congressional Hispanic Caucus

and the Congressional Black Caucus (CBC) Health Braintrust. The

diverse panel of presenters included: Barbara Bonner, PhD (University

of Oklahoma Health Sciences Center), Larke Huang, PhD (American

Institutes for Research), Portia Hunt, PhD (Temple University), Alicia

Lieberman, PhD (National Child Traumatic Stress Network), and Luis

Vazquez, PhD (New Mexico State University), with APA CEO Norman

Anderson, PhD, serving as moderator. In September, PI-PPO helped

arrange for Rodney Hammond, PhD, of the Centers for Disease

Control and Prevention to speak on the subject of child abuse and the

effects of Hurricane Katrina at the CBC Health Braintrust Legislative

W eekend. 

! American Indian and Alaska Native Mental Health. In March, PI-PPO

staff met with Indian Health Service Administrator Charles Grim, along

with members of Friends of Indian Health, to discuss budget issues and

concerns. Later that month, PI-PPO staff met with Senator Byron

Dorgan (D-ND), ranking member of the Indian Affairs Committee, along

with congressional staff, American Indian leaders, and leaders of

national health organizations, to discuss the reauthorization of the Indian

Health Care Improvement Act. PI-PPO staff focused particularly on the

growing mental and behavioral health concerns in Indian country

(including substance abuse and suicide) and the need for professional

mental health training. In April, PI-PPO staff sent letters to Senate

Indian Affairs Committee Chair John McCain (R-AZ) and Sen. Dorgan

in support of the Indian Child Protection and Family Violence

Amendments Act of 2005 (S. 1899) to remove barriers to reduce child

abuse and to provide for appropriate intervention for child victims. 
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! Indians into Psychology Program. PI-PPO continues to work with

stakeholders to encourage the inclusion of vital mental health language

in the reauthorization of the Indian Health Care Improvement Act, and

with Education-PPO to increase funding for the American Indians into

Psychology (In Psych) Program. PPO staff contributed to the adoption

of language that would increase the number of and funding for InPsych

programs, as well as provide support for tele-mental health

demonstration projects and research funding to examine the causes of

youth suicide among American Indians and Alaska Natives. In March,

PI-PPO met with staff of Senators Burns, Dorgan and Pete Domenici

(R-NM), members of the Appropriations Subcommittee on Interior and

Related Agencies, to seek support for report language that includes an

additional $500,000 for the InPsych program. The Committee chair

responded favorably to this request.

! Minority Fellowship Program (MFP). PI-PPO collaborated with

Science PPO and APA's MFP Office in drafting report language in

support of federal appropriations for ethnic minority research training,

which was slated for a reduction at the National Institute of Mental

Health. PI-PPO also drafted report language in support of an increase

in funding for the Minority Fellowship Program administered by the

Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration

(SAMHSA). PI-PPO continues to work closely with Science-PPO and

APA's MFP Office in a coordinated advocacy effort to recommend

funding for both programs. In June, PI-PPO staff met with staff of Rep.

Jesse Jackson, Jr. (D-IL), who agreed to send a letter (drafted by

PI-PPO) to SAMHSA Administrator Charles Curie in support of a $5

million allocation for the MFP for FY 2007. The Minority Fellowship

Program supports the training of ethnic m inority mental health

professionals and increases the accessibility of culturally competent

mental health and substance abuse services for ethnically diverse

populations.
